Update and discussion of pending information requests

Update on recommendations for personnel policy changes

Elizabeth Reidy, Deputy Chief of the Civil Actions Bureau of the Office of the State’s Attorney, provided an
update on the status of the Office of the State’s Attorney’s review of the recommendations. She stated that the
review of the first five rules was completed and was ready for review by the Commitee or as otherwise directed.

Chairman Zopp suggested that a working group be created to review the recommendations for the first five
rules; Chairman Zopp, Board Chairman Batts, and Director Ramirez volunteered to be part of the working

group.

Director Carvalho, seconded by Director Ramirez, moved to request that the Board Chairman appoint
the following Directors to serve on a working group to address the personnel policy changes: Human
Resources Chairman Zopp, Board Chairman Batts, and Director Ramirez. THE MOTION CARRIED
UNANIMOUSLY.

Presentation by Dr. Enrique Martinez on the Diversity Council

Dr. Enrique Martinez, Chief Medical Officer of the Ambulatory and Community Health Network of Caok
County, presented information on the Diversity Council (Attachment #1).

The Committee reviewed and discussed the information. Director Golden requested that the information be sent
to her electronically.

Update on labor negotiations.

Director Carvalho, seconded by Director Ramirez, moved to recess the regular session and convene into
closed session, pursuant to an exception to the Open Meetings Act, 5 ILCS 120/2(c)(2), et seq., which
permits closed meetings for consideration of “collective negotiating matters between the public body and
its employees or their representatives, or deliberations concerning salary schedules for one or more
classes of employees,” and pursuant to an exception to the Open Meetings Act, 5 ILCS 120/2(c)(1), which
permits closed meetings for consideration of “the appointment, employment, compensation, discipline,
performance, or dismissal of specific employees of the public body or legal counsel for the public body,
including hearing testimony on a complaint lodged against an employee of the public body or against
legal counsel for the public body to determine its validity” THE MOTION CARRIED
UNANIMOUSLY.

Director Carvalho, seconded by Director Ramirez, moved to adjourn the closed session and convene into
regular session. THE MOTION CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY.

Director Golden, seconded by Chairman Zopp, moved to request that David Small, System Interim Chief
Executive Officer, and Dr. John Raba, System Interim Chief Medical Officer, review the issue of
disparate salaries between union and non-union physicians within the System, and return to the
Committee with a propesal to align the salaries. THE MOTION CARRIED.

Director Ramirez voted PRESENT.

Director Golden, seconded by Chairman Zopp, moved to request that Mr. Small review the impact of the
changes to the County’s Step system on the System’s non-union front-line supervisors, and return to the
Commiftee with the findings. THE MOTION CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY.
