The Ambulatory Care Network currently operates two clinics in City of Chicago-owned
buildings, the Near South Clinic, located at 3525 S. Michigan Avenue, and the Woodlawn
Clinic, located at 6337 South Woodlawn. When the County began operating these clinics, the
City of Chicago also occupied space in the buildings and handled all building maintenance and
utilities. After moving its offices out of the Near South building, the City cut back on services.
Due to lack of preventive maintenance and age of systems, breakdowns in the heating system
and other problems are increasing in frequency. In addition, the City recently announced that the

outcome that services will be discontinued at that site, as well.

The City has requested that the County enter into leases pursuant to which the County would
assume all responsibility for maintenance, repairs, replacements and operations for both these
sites pursuant to new lease agreements. The Office of Capital Planning and Policy has inspected
the sites and developed cost estimates for capital improvements and repairs that are needed at the
facilities. A copy of that report is enclosed. We are requesting direction as to whether to enter
into lease negotiations with the City, with funds being identified by the Health and Hospitals
System to cover the costs.

I hereby request the above-mentioned items be placed on the Cook County Health and Hospitals
System Board Agenda for review and approval.

On Friday, March 6, 2009 You requested I provide the System Board an update on the code compliance ordinance
out your facilities. Following is a synopsis of the status of the System Board’s

regarding sprinkler systems throughe
compliance with that ordinance,

In 2005, The City of Chicago amended the Municipal Code by inserting a new Section on high rise buildings. The
new section of the code requires that buildings that exceed 80" in height are high rise buildings, and are subject to

the following:

® By no later than January 1, 2012, every building exceeding 80° in height shall be equipped with one-way
voice communication System meeting the requirements of section 13-76-050(b) and 2 two-way voice
communication system meeting the requirements of section 13-76-050(a).

The Health and Hospital System Board has one building, the Hektoen Institute at 627 South Wood that must meet
this criteria. The Cook County School of Nursing Building at 1900 W, Polk Street is exempt from these
requirements because of its classification listing (orange) in the Chicago Historic Resources Survey. All other
buildings within the System are currently in compliance.

The Hektoen Instimte cumently has the vertical risers installed and construction is underway to install the first 1/3
of the sprinkler horizontal system. In December, 2008 the Office of Capital Planning and Policy requested a waiver

from the City of Chicago, since the building would not be fully compliant by the January 1, 2009 deadline. The

Contractor installing the sprinkler system is contracted to be substantially complete by May 12, 2009.
