COMMEMORATING THE 12TH ANNIVERSARY OF THE 

SEPTEMBER 11, 2001 ATTACK ON THE UNITED STATES 

 

WHEREAS, at 8:46 a.m., on September 11, 2001, hijacked American Airlines Flight 11 crashed into the 

upper portion of the North Tower of the World Trade Center in New York City, New York; and 

 

WHEREAS, 17 minutes later, at 9:03 a.m., hijacked United Airlines Flight 175 crashed into the South 

Tower of the World Trade Center; and 

 

WHEREAS, at 9:37 a.m., the west wall of the Pentagon was hit by hijacked American Airlines Flight 77, 

the impact of which caused immediate and catastrophic damage to the headquarters of the Department of 

Defense; and 

 

WHEREAS, at approximately 10:00 a.m., the passengers and crew of hijacked United Airlines Flight 93 

acted heroically to retake control of the airplane and thwart the taking of additional American lives by 

crashing the airliner in Shanksville, Pennsylvania, and, in doing so, gave their lives to save countless 

others; and 

 

WHEREAS, nearly 3,000 innocent civilians were killed in the heinous attacks of September 11, 2001; 

and 

 

WHEREAS, tens of thousands of individuals narrowly escaped the attacks at the Pentagon and World 

Trade Center and, as witnesses to this tragedy, are forever changed; and 

 

WHEREAS, countless fire departments, police departments, first responders, government officials, 

workers, emergency medical personnel, and volunteers responded immediately and heroically to those 

horrific events; and 

 

WHEREAS, the Fire Department of New York suffered 343 fatalities on September 11, 2001, the largest 

loss of life of any emergency response agency in United States history; and 

 

WHEREAS, the Port Authority Police Department suffered 37 fatalities in the attacks, the largest loss of 

life of any police force in United States history in a single day; and 

 

WHEREAS, the New York Police Department suffered 23 fatalities as a result of the terrorist attacks;

WHEREAS, the impact of that day on public health continues through 2012, as nearly 90,000 people are 

at risk of or suffering from negative health effects as a result of the events of September 11, 2001, 

including 14,000 workers and 2,400 community residents who are sick, and tens of thousands of others 

whose health is being monitored; and 

 

WHEREAS, 11 years later, the people of the United States and people around the world continue to 

mourn the tremendous loss of innocent life on that fateful day; and 

 

WHEREAS, 11 years later, thousands of men and women in the United States Armed Forces remain in 

harm’s way defending the United States against those who seek to threaten the United States; and 

 

WHEREAS, on the 11th anniversary of this tragic day, the thoughts of the people of the United States 

are with all of the victims of the events of September 11, 2001 and their families; and 

 

WHEREAS, the lives of Americans were changed forever on September 11, 2001, when events 

threatened the American way of life; and 

 

WHEREAS, in 2009, Congress and the President joined together to designate September 11 as a 

National Day of Service and Remembrance under the Serve America Act (Public Law 111–13; 123 Stat. 

1460); and 

 

WHEREAS, September 11 will never, and should never, be just another day in the hearts and minds of 

all people of the United States. 

 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Forest Preserve District of Cook County Board of 

Commissioners offers its deepest and most sincere condolences to the families, friends, and loved ones of 

the innocent victims of the September 11, 2001, terrorist attacks. 

 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Forest Preserve District of Cook County Board of 

Commissioners honors the heroic service, actions, and sacrifices of first responders, law enforcement 

personnel, State and local officials, volunteers, and countless others who aided the innocent victims of 

those attacks and, in doing so, bravely risked and often gave their own lives. 

 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Forest Preserve District of Cook County Board recognizes the 

valiant service, actions, and sacrifices of United States personnel, including members of the United States 

Armed Forces, the United States intelligence agencies, the United States diplomatic service, homeland 

security and law enforcement personnel, and their families, who have given so much, including their lives 

and well-being, to support the cause of freedom and defend the security of the United States.

CELEBRATING THE 50
TH

 ANNIVERSARY OF REV. DR. MARTIN LUTHER KING’S 

SPEECH, “I HAVE A DREAM” 

 

WHEREAS, Rev. Dr. Martin Luther King’s speech, entitled “I Have A Dream,” was a clarion call to end 

racism in America and was delivered by the Civil Rights leader on August 28, 1963 during the Great 

March on Washington D.C.; and 

 

WHEREAS, a defining moment in America’s Civil Rights Movement, this speech was delivered to an 

audience of 250,000 Civil Rights supporters and was also broadcast to a large television and radio 

audience; and 

 

WHEREAS, “I Have A Dream” transformed the steps to the Lincoln Memorial to a hallowed ground that 

will forever be remembered for the speech of transcending vision which was delivered there; and 

 

WHEREAS, “I Have A Dream” placed Rev. Dr. Martin Luther King in the firmament of those American 

leaders whose words have fundamentally shaped our Country’s destiny; and  

 

WHEREAS, “I Have A Dream” is a masterpiece of rhetoric, invoking nothing less than the Declaration 

of Independence, the Emancipation Proclamation and the United States Constitution; and 

 

WHEREAS, in “I Have A Dream,” Rev. Dr. Martin Luther King alluded to the core American beliefs in 

freedom and justice, and contended that these beliefs are part of a larger spiritual reality and that racial 

justice is also in accordance with God’s will; and 

 

WHEREAS, “I Have A Dream” educated, inspired and informed not only those people present, but 

people throughout America, and will shape unborn generations; and 

 

WHEREAS, Rev. Dr. Martin Luther King would go on to be named Time Magazine’s “Man of the Year” 

the same year that he delivered “I Have A Dream,” and to become the youngest individual to win the 

Nobel Peace Prize at the age of 35.

AN ORDINANCE TO CREATE A FOREST PRESERVE FOR 

CITY OF CHICAGO CONVEYANCE NEAR DAN RYAN WOODS

AN ORDINANCE CREATING A FOREST PRESERVE in part of Section 6, Township 37 North, Range 

14 East of the Third Principal Meridian, all in Cook County, Illinois near Dan Ryan Woods for the Major 

Taylor Trail expansion between West 91
st
 Street and 95

th
 Street in District 11. 

WHEREAS, The Board of Commissioners of the Forest Preserve District of Cook County, Illinois (the 

“District”), pursuant to the statutes in such case made and provided, has from time to time acquired by 

purchase, condemnation, gift, grant, or devise, lands necessary and desirable for District purposes con-

taining one or more natural forests or parts thereof, or lands connecting such forests or parts thereof, or 

lands capable of being reforested for the purpose of protecting and preserving the flora, fauna, and scenic 

beauties within the District, and to restore, restock, protect, and preserve the natural forests and said lands 

together with their flora and fauna, as nearly as may be, in their natural state and condition, for the 

purpose of the education, pleasure, and recreation of the public; and 

WHEREAS, the said Board of Commissioners of the District also has acquired in like manner lands for 

the consolidation of such preserves into unit areas of a size and form convenient and desirable for public 

use and economical maintenance and improvement, and lands for the purpose of connecting such 

preserves with forested ways or links in order to increase their accessibility, use, and enjoyment, and 

lands for improvement by forestation, roads, and pathways; and 

WHEREAS, the Board of Commissioners of the District has in a like manner acquired lands along water 

courses or elsewhere which, in their judgment, were required to control drainage and water conditions and 

necessary for the preservation of forested areas required or to be acquired as preserves and lands for the 

purpose of extension of roads and forested ways around and by such preserves and for parking space for

automobiles and other facilities not requiring forested areas but incidental to the use and protection 

thereof; and 

WHEREAS, there are other lands and premises hereinafter described, all of which are situated within the 

boundaries of the District, which are necessary and desirable for the lawful uses and purposes of the 

District, as hereinabove set forth, and also are of the character and nature of the lands which the statutes  

WHEREAS, the District recently reached an agreement with the City of Chicago (the “City”)to acquire, 

at no cost, one parcel of land and three easements along Beverly Avenue, between 91
st
 Street and 94

th
 

Street in Chicago, Illinois, containing portions of the Major Taylor Trail, near Dan Ryan Woods, legally 

described in Section 2 of this ordinance, the parcel of land consists of approximately 2.5 acres (the 

“Charles Street Parcel”), the first easement consists of approximately .442 acres (the “Metra Easement”), 

the second easement consists of approximately .180 acres (the “JetCo Easement”) and the third easement 

consists of approximately .068 acres (the “Insite Easement”);  

BE IT ORDAINED by the Board of Commissioners of the District as follows: 

Section 1.  That a unified Forest Preserve be and the same is hereby created within the District, which 

shall contain and connect lands now owned and lands to be acquired in substantial accordance with the 

plat now on file in the office of the General  

Superintendent of the District, which by reference is hereby made part thereof, and for the purposes of 

said Forest Preserve and for the carrying out of the statutory purposes more particularly set out in the 

preamble of this ordinance, it is necessary and desirable for the District to own and it shall acquire 

property hereinafter described in Section 2 of this ordinance, for the purpose of creating a Forest Preserve 

and for District uses. 

 

Section 2.  That the lands referred to in Section 1 of this ordinance are more particularly described as 

follows: 

 

CHARLES STREET PARCEL 

ALL THAT CERTAIN PIECE OR PARCEL OF LAND BEING A PORTION OF THE LINE OF 

RAILROAD KNOWN AS THE MAIN LINE COLUMBUS-CHICAGO AND IDENTIFIED AS LINE

THE THIRD PRINCIPAL MERIDIAN, WHICH IS BOUNDED AND DESCRIBED IN 

ACCORDANCE WITH A PLAT OF SURVEY, INDENTIFIED AS ORDER NO. 89-10-28, DATED 

JANUARY 5, 1990, RESURVEYED MARCH 8, 1990 AND PREPARED BY B. A. FENGER,
